ABOUT 3-D LASER SCANNING:

3-D laser scanning is a non-contact,
rapid data collection surveying technol-
ogy. Using 3-D laser scanners, surveyors
can collect millions of points of data on
the shape and appearance of structures.
This data is then used to create 3-D mod-
els of the structure, and the models can
be used for engineering, architectural and
record-keeping purposes. 3-D laser scan-
ning is used by manufacturers, heavy in-
dustry, municipalities, departments of
transportation, private companies and
the entertainment industry. It is especially
suited for complex vertical infrastruc-
ture that is found at refineries and power
plants. These facilities are nearly impos-
sible to survey using conventional means,
and 3-D laser scanning allows surveys to
survey these sites. Additionally, 3-D laser
scanning creates safer work sites because
survey personnel can collect data from lo-
cations that are out of harm’s way, such as
busy road intersections.
