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Legislative Update

Governor's Recommended Adjustments to the 2010-11 NC Budget

Below are highlights of the recommended adjustments released by the Governor on April 20 to the
biennial state budget. The General Assembly has already begun to review the recommendations
and plans to have the new budget approved before the start of the new fiscal year — July 1.

* Expectsa $1.2 billion budget gap. Recommends closing the gap by implementing over $950 mil-
lion in spending reductions and utilizing $550 million of additional federal Medicaid funds.
* Earmarks $102 million to replenish the state's Rainy Day Fund.
* Requests most programs to reduce their budgets by 5% to 7% from their 2009-10 funding
levels.
* Budget focuses on the following areas - with increased funding amounts.
* Jobs and Economic Recovery

* $86 million for several key investments around assistance to small businesses and
infrastructure

e $15 million for “Back to Work” Incentive Fund which will provide a direct rebate
to small businesses that create jobs in the highest unemployment counties.

* Renews the $250 per person credit for small businesses that provide health insur-
ance to their employees.

* Invests $22 million in a new NC Mobility Fund that will be used to address criti-
cal congestion bottlenecks and to improve our logistics capabilities. (See details
below)

* Career and College — Ready, Set, Go

* $61 million for increasing teacher's salaries

* $39 million for hand held computers so teachers can give immediate student
feedback.

e $11 million for NC Virtual Public Schools — provides access to courses not offered
at a student's school.

* $85 million for increased enrollment at the community colleges

*  $5.6 million for increased enrollment in the UNC System

e $14 million to support campus buildings coming on line in 2010/2011.

* $35 million for need based financial aid in the UNC System. $6.5 million for the
Community College System.

* Setting Government Straight

* Reducing or eliminating more than 70 programs that are duplicative, costly, inef-
ficient, or nonessential — saving $190 million.

* Crack down on Medicaid fraud, waste, and abuse — saving $35 million.

* New program and service management improvements in Medicaid — saving $150
million.

¢ Elimination, consolidation, and centralization of NC's 342 boards and commis-
sions. The Governor will present a plan in the next few weeks to eliminate or
consolidate up to 100 boards and commissions.

* Healthy and Safe Communities
* Restore $40 million for community mental health
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e $12 million to purchase additional local private hospital beds for mental health
patients who require short term care.

* $8.5 million for the State children's Health Insurance Program.

* $14 million for AIDS Drug Assistance Program.

¢ $9 million for reimbursement to adult care homes.

¢ $10 million for the Criminal Justice Law Enforcement Automated Data Services

* $5 million to expand the VIPER communications system

* Additional $4.8 million — ferry operations
Additional $4.3 million in rail funding for the construction of the Pembroke NE Bypass proj-

ect.

Additional $2 million for short-line RR improvements
Additional $2 million for information technology
Highway Fund

As of March, year-to-date total revenues are off by $12.6 million (1%).

January 2010 reset of the excise tax on motor fuels increased from 29.9 cents to 30.3
cents per gallon. This will increase funding to the Highway Fund by $21 million (2%)
for FY 2009-10.

Revised tax collections are estimated to increase $80 million (7%) for FY 2010-11.
Revenues are expected to be $1.79 billion for 2010-11 or $52.9 million over budgeted
amount.

Powell Bill reduction for 2010-11  $785,319.

Maintenance Funds reduction for 2010-11  $3,698,277

Driver Education reduction for 2010-11 $1,300,000

Secondary Road Construction increased for 2010-11  $3,840,718

» Highway Trust Fund

Revenues are expected to exceed budget by $6.5 million (0.8%) for FY 2009-10.
Revised tax revenues are expected to increase in FY 2010-11 by $7.7 million (0.9%).
The transfer for FY 2010-11 to the General Fund will be $50.8 million. From 1989 to
2008 this transfer was $172 million. Starting in 2008, $121 million is transferred for
NC Turnpike Authority projects — Triangle Expressway, Monroe Bypass, Mid-Currituck
Bridge, and Garden Parkway.

Urban Loops Construction increased for 2010-11 $2,019,836

Powell Bill increased for 2010-11 $524,109

* Additional $13.5 million in state match for the Clean Water Revolving Loan and grant Fund.
These funds will leverage $67.5 million in federal funds to provide low-interest loans for water
and wastewater supply, wastewater treatment construction, and improvement projects.
